II. Course summary 
 

This course presents students with the most salient issues in Global Politics. It offers an overview 
of the International Relations system –its origins and foundations– and the basic configuration 
of the Middle East and Asia. It takes students through current challenges and pressures to 
democracy and the liberal order such as nationalism, populism and isolationism, and explores 
issues like global terrorism, political and economic trends in Latin America, and challenges to 
global leadership. 

 

III. Objectives of the course 
 

The course will introduce students to the main concepts, theories and trends in global politics. 
Students will work with others in order to understand the challenges and opportunities that 
current international events pose to individuals, states and transnational actors. Students will 
also be able to discuss in written and oral form their interpretation and analysis of the 
international context using the academic language of Politics and International Relations.

V. Methodology 
 

The class meets once a week for a three-hour session where the instructor will facilitate the 
course contents. 

 
Students will be required to follow current international events on a daily basis and prepare brief 
weekly presentations (newsflash) where they apply the concepts learned in class to a specific 
international situation. Eventually students will be required to take part in a discussion like 
forum and that will be evaluated as their overall participation. 

 

Students will be regularly quizzed on the assigned readings, current events and geography. The 
instructor reserves the right to quiz students without prior notice. 

 
Students will be required to debate and discuss real-life situations with a critical, constructive 
and respectful attitude. Difference of opinion will be valued and dialogue will be promoted as 
an important way of solving problems. 

 
The midterm and final exam will be written tests. 

 

VI. Evaluation 
 

According to school policy, the evaluation system is continuous and integral. The final grade is 

calculated adding up the permanent evaluation (PEP) (50%); the midterm exam (EP) (20%) and 

the final exam (EF) (30%).
